e Solo Piece (or excerpt from a piece) of your choice: This solo should be representative of
your overall musical and technical ability. Solos and excerpts should be no more than 2
minutes in length. Note: No piano or recorded accompaniment permitted.

o Sight Reading: Be prepared to sight read multiple selections from your instrument.
